Civil Legal System

We often refer this type of legal system to Romano-Germanic, neo-
Roman or Continental law. Nearly 150 countries (about 60% of the world)
use its various forms. The main distinguishing feature of this legal family
is presence of legal codification. It means that a state fixed its laws in writ-
ten form and arranged similar of them in the structure of the codes.
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
